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BASPCAN GRANTS FOR CHILD PROTECTION RESEARCH 2011
2011 is the sixth year of the BASPCAN Research Grant Awards for individual BASPCAN members undertaking or completing small scale research projects on child protection.

This year BASPCAN will be awarding grants to collaborative applications made by practitioners & researchers (academic and other) working in partnership. 
The research must have a clear focus on child protection/safeguarding. Preference will be given to applications that are multi-disciplinary or multi-agency in nature.

The grant can be used to fund new research or to provide a means to extend or develop existing research. The research must not involve work that would normally be undertaken by an organisation as part of its regular monitoring processes. The grant will not cover any university overheads.
BASPCAN encourages members from all UK countries to apply for a grant, up to a maximum of £5,000. It is envisaged that two awards will be made in 2011.
Applications for the awards should be submitted along with a brief summary CV for all applicants (one page for each applicant maximum) to the BASPCAN National Office by email to baspcan@baspcan.org.uk by 5pm on Friday 23 September 2011, marked’ BASPCAN Research Awards’. A signed copy should also be posted to the BASPCAN National Office at 17 Priory Street, York YO1 6ET.

Any enquiries should be directed to  BASPCAN National Office, by email to baspcan@baspcan.org.uk however, due to the small amount of funding no correspondence will be entered into in relation to initial research ideas. It will not be possible to provide feedback to unsuccessful applicants.
All applications will be considered by a BASPCAN Committee which will report to the National Executive Committee. The NEC will make final decisions regarding the awards and applicants will be notified by 18 November 2011.
Eligibility for Awards - Criteria

To be eligible for an award the applicants must satisfy the following criteria:

1. The application must be made collaboratively by practitioners and researchers (academic or other) in partnership.
2. One of the main applicants in the partnership must be an individual member of BASPCAN on 23 September 2011.
3. The research must have a clear focus on child protection/safeguarding.
4. The research must promote ethical practice and uphold the rights of children.
5. The research should not conflict with BASPCAN’s aims and objectives.* 

6. The research proposal should be submitted on the BASPCAN Research Proposal Form (see following pages) which is also available from the BASPCAN National Office and on the Association’s website.
7. The award cannot be used for: paying fees associated with undertaking a course of study; the purchase of equipment; exclusively for the compilation of a literature review;  for attendance at conferences or training events; for publication costs associated with the final outputs.
8. The applicants will submit to BASPCAN an interim progress report with current and proposed outputs to BASPCAN no later than end of the first year after the award of the grant and a summary report no later than 2 years after the start of the project and will name BASPCAN in any local/internal or national publications.

9. Ethical considerations in relation to the conduct of the research need to have been addressed in the proposal. **
10. Applications should be submitted to the BASPCAN office by 5pm on 23 September 2011
11. Applications  from outside the United Kingdom need to demonstrate a clear benefit for practitioners in the United Kingdom

Any grant awarded should be claimed within 12 months of notification of the award.  Failure to do this may result in the grant needing re-application.

*Further to point 5 above, the aims and objects of BASPCAN as per The Constitution are: 

To protect children from suffering, or likelihood of suffering, significant harm, ill-treatment, impairment of health or impairment of development by the encouragement and promotion of any methods, services and facilities calculated to safeguard and promote the welfare of such children.

To educate and inform the public at large and, in particular, but not exclusively, those persons professionally qualified in any relevant field in all aspects and effects of abuse and neglect on children generally.

**Further to point 9 above, ordinarily most applications will require ethical approval being sought and steps to address this should be set out in the application form.
Successful applicants will be expected to give an undertaking to:

Present their research at a forthcoming BASPCAN Conference or BASPCAN Congress

Submit a paper for consideration for publication in BASPCAN’s journal ‘Child Abuse Review’ 
•
Writing an article for BASPCAN News
