Editors’ Report 2011 to BASPCAN’s AGM 6/12/11

Nicky Stanley, Professor of Social Work at the University of Central Lancashire who began as an Associate Editor in 2002, became a Co-Editor in 2004 and Senior Co-Editor from 2008.  After a long and very rewarding association with Child Abuse Review Nicky will be stepping down at the end of the year. Jane Appleton, Reader in Primary and Community Care at Oxford Brookes began co-editing the journal in 2008 and becomes senior Co-Editor in January 2012.  Peter Sidebotham is Associate Professor in Child Health at Warwick Medical School and Consultant Paediatrician for Warwickshire Community Health and a Designated Doctor for Safeguarding.  Peter has a long involvement with the journal dating from 2002 as an Associate Editor till 2007 then moving onto the Editorial Board and was appointed as Co-Editor in June 2011.  
Julia Walsh, the Editorial Manager, co-ordinates the reviewing process which became a fully electronic online submission service at http://mc.manuscriptcentral.com/car  in April 2011 and also provides administrative support to the Editors and Editorial Team.  Gwen Kennedy Assistant Director of Nursing/Service Improvement Lead to the Southwark Business Support Unit, NHS South East London provides NHS management of Julia’s post.  The editorial office is at 160 Tooley Street which is shared with Southwark Council and is located behind City Hall near London Bridge Station. The Editors extend their thanks and appreciation for all those who have served on the Editorial Board particularly Richard White who as a founder editor of the journal had a very long and productive association.  
Impact Factor

We are delighted to announce that according to Journal Citation Reports, Child Abuse Review has been awarded an Impact Factor of 1.463 by Thomson Reuters.  This is a brilliant ranking for a first award which places CAR 6/39 in the Social Work category and 14/40 in the Family Studies category.  This will add to the prestige of the journal and is crucial in sustaining and increasing submissions in terms of both quality and quantity.   Nicky Stanley, must take much of the credit for tenaciously campaigning over many years for the journal’s formal recognition, along with Alison Gridley our Wiley-Blackwell Publishing Editor who has vigorously pushed through our claim.  Thanks also go to the Editorial Team, authors who write for the journal, our reviewers, all our Editorial Board members and BASPCAN representatives whose support has been invaluable. Journal Update – See Appendix 3 – Papers in the System
All 2011 issues were published on time.  Copy flow continues to improve and by the end of the year is likely to be our best ever and we still have a large bank of papers proofed.  The latest figures from the online system indicate that we are receiving and accepting a higher number of papers, and also rejecting a higher percentage.  This is likely to continue as the Impact Factor helps to attract submissions and the journal achieves greater prominence.

Call for Papers

Special Issue 2013
Children and Young People Who Harm Others
Harm perpetrated by children and young people has received sustained media and public attention over the past two decades, primarily driven by abhorrent, although isolated, cases of extreme violence and abuse.  This has not however been accompanied by a balanced debate regarding how best to respond to the needs of children and young people who harm others.   

Prevalence research indicates that young people are more likely to experience violence or abuse from another child or young person than from an adult.  However, it is questionable whether a child welfare system, primarily concerned with responding to the familial maltreatment of younger children can adequately respond to this form of abuse. Although some aspects of children’s use of intimidation and violence has received sustained attention – particularly bullying within educational settings and to a lesser degree aspects of sexually harmful behaviour – major gaps in our understanding still prevail.  Recent studies have identified previously under-recognised forms of harm instigated by children and young people – violence within young people’s intimate relationships and abuse through the use of new technologies.  How best to respond to these forms of peer violence is unclear.  

The links between different risk factors including family violence; community violence; poverty; peer influence; and gender remain under-theorised, as does the association between different forms of harm perpetrated by children and young people. The aim of this special issue is to contribute to advancing our understanding in this area.  

Papers are invited that examine any aspect of research, theory or practice relating to children and young people who harm others. Contributions are encouraged from a range of settings - social care, education, youth justice and health and from non-statutory sectors. Both national and international contributions are welcome.
