KEYNOTE SPEAKERS

charles Fortt is an independent consultant on sexual crime and domestic violence and Director of Family Risk Assessment Ltd.  He qualified in social work to join the probation service in 1974 and had 18 years’ experience as a probation officer, including eight years seconded to HMP Parkhurst and HMP Albany, both high security, long-term training prisons on the Isle of Wight. Charles has specialised in the field of child sexual abuse since 1988 and was a Principal Therapist and Clinic Manager at the Gracewell Institute in Birmingham for four years.  Gracewell Institute was the forerunner of the Lucy Faithfull Foundation.  He is an accredited Expert Witness, acts as consultant/trainer to criminal justice agencies and voluntary organisations and has lectured on risk assessment to social work students at the University of East Anglia. Charles has provided expert evidence for the Prosecution and Defence in a number of cases that involved making, possessing or distributing indecent images of children, and cases where viewing images of children had progressed to sexual offences against children.  He works closely with Steve Lowe, Director of Phoenix Forensic Consultants, with whom Ray Wyre was last associated before he died.
JONATHAN TAYLOR’S background is in Law Enforcement and he has worked for 10 years within the field of online and offline Child Abuse, dealing with victims and offenders.  Jon has proactively worked online for the past 5 years, this has assisted his Masters research into how Chat facilities, Social Networking Sites, Instant Messaging and File Sharing Systems are used by online sex offenders. His part of the course will enable those attending to discover how the internet is used by victims as well as online sex offenders, and will assist in the interview process of both victim and offender. 

Jonathan will discuss the risk the internet poses to children from cyber-bullying, sexting to sexual grooming. It will also assist in the understanding of how to protect and advise victims, by understanding the virtual online communities. Jonathan was recently invited to contribute to the book ‘Internet Child Abuse’, where he discusses the concept of ‘The Triangle of Offending’, and ‘The Virtual Offender’, linking the offline world with the online world establishing the connection between non-contact and contact offending.
Tink Palmer has been in social work practice since 1973 and gained her professional qualifications in 1975. In the past twenty-five years she has specialised in child sexual abuse and is an experienced clinical and forensic practitioner, manager, trainer, policy maker and strategist. Tink first began working with children abused via the new technology in 1999 and has since developed a professional interest and expertise in this area – particularly regarding the forensic and recovery needs of the children and young people. In 2004 she jointly authored a report entitled “Just one click!” which outlined the ways in which the new technology can act as a conduit for the abuse of children, the differential impacts on the young victims and new approaches to intervention programmes. 

In 2008 she co-authored the thematic report for the World Congress III against Sexual Exploitation of Children and Adolescents entitled “Child pornography and sexual exploitation of children online”. Between 2004 and 2008 Tink was the Director of Stop it Now! UK & Ireland which is an awareness raising campaign regarding child sexual abuse. In 2009 she commenced the setting up of the Marie Collins Foundation, the purpose of which is to work in partnership with other agencies to raise awareness regarding the abuse of children and young people via the internet and mobile phones and to offer services to children, young people and their families affected in this way – training, consultancy, responding to media and lobbying for change regarding this particular aspect of child sexual abuse are the other services that the foundation provides.

JENNY PEARCE is Professor of Young People and Public Policy at the University of Bedfordshire where she is Director of the Institute of Applied Social Research and the ‘International Centre for the Study of Sexually Exploited and Trafficked Young People’. She is Chair of the UK Home Office and Comic Relief funded NSPCC ‘Child Trafficking Advice and Information Line’ and co-founder and management group member of the ‘National Working Group for Sexually Exploited Children and Young People’. She is a member of the Policy Steering Committee of ‘Eurochild’, Brussels, and has worked with the Council of Europe as invited expert on child sexual exploitation and child trafficking. Jenny trained as a teacher, and has worked in schools, youth justice and youth and community work. 

Her publications and research include work on sexually exploited and/or trafficked children and young people. She works in partnership with young people, NGOs and statutory services to develop opportunities for training, research and curriculum development on child welfare and child protection.

CHRISTINE BEDDOE - Director, ECPAT UK. Christine has been working with the international ECPAT network for over 15 years in the UK, Australia and Asia. She has campaigned extensively on the prevention of child exploitation, participating in landmark campaigns to change laws for the protection of children. Between 1999 and 2004 Christine designed and led an innovative programme across South East Asia developing partnerships with governments and private sector partners to protect vulnerable children from sexual abuse. Since joining ECPAT UK in 2004 Christine has driven forward the campaign to combat the trafficking of children into the UK, working with government and other stakeholders to expose the extent of the exploitation of children in prostitution, domestic servitude, forced labour and organised criminal activity in the UK. Christine maintains an active interest in the international dimensions of child exploitation and is the nominated advisor to the European Economic and Social Committee (EESC) on protecting children from sexual abuse in tourism destinations. She has also been an advisor on child protection to the UN World Tourism Organisation for almost ten years. Christine has an MA in Social Anthropology with field work in Sri Lanka on the sexual abuse of children and in 2003 she was awarded a Winston Churchill Research Fellowship.

DI JOHN GEDEN is a Hampshire officer and currently the Head of the Eastern Area Child Abuse Investigation Unit. Until recently he was seconded for 18 months to the Child Exploitation and Online Protection Centre (CEOP) as the Head of Offender Management. 

A former Military Police Captain, John was educated at RMA Sandhurst and served in Northern Ireland, Germany, UK and with the UN. He joined Hampshire Police in 1992 and has experience of response policing, custody, roads policing and CID. 

He recently completed a postgraduate degree in criminology and criminal justice at Portsmouth University, his dissertation, was awarded a distinction and focussed on the management and control of Travelling Sex Offenders (TSO). 

John has led several investigations abroad that targeted UK citizens who were actively abusing children. He is a regular speaker at national conferences and is regarded as a leading authority in the management, and prosecution, of travelling sex offenders. He is in the process of being included as a police advisor with the NPIA in this specialist area of child abuse investigation. 

He has recently secured a fellowship with the Winston Churchill Memorial Trust, to map best practice in relation to extra-territorial investigation in Australia, the USA and SE Asia. He is also researching the formation of a Europol based ET investigation team to provide a holistic EU response to intelligence management, investigation and capacity building with foreign police forces.
