PROFESSOR DAVID SHEMMINGS

DAVID SHEMMINGS PhD is Professor of Social Work at the University of Kent. Prior to moving to Kent, David was Professor of Social Work Research at Middlesex University. He qualified in 1974 and worked with disturbed children for five years. He then became a senior policy adviser for services to children and families to the Director of Social Services in Essex; he was then Deputy Director of Social Services in Southend, before joining the University of East Anglia in Norwich. 

David spent 17 years at UEA, where he completed his PhD under the supervision of Professor David Howe, an internationally renowned expert on the implications of attachment theory for social work practice. 


David Shemmings has spent the past fifteen years undertaking research into attachment theory in close relationships and its implications for social work. He is currently leading a project in seven  London boroughs and Stockholm looking at how social workers can recognise disorganised attachment behaviour when investigating allegations of maltreatment; another aspect of this project focuses on attachment-based interventions with resistant families. David completed a C4EO Knowledge Review, in March 2010, entitled Working with Highly Resistant Families. 


David is the author of over 60 articles, books and chapters on relationally-based social work theory, research and practice. He is the author of the Department of Health-sponsored training pack ‘In On The Act’, concerning the involvement of children in decision-making processes within the child protection system, and is editor of the accompanying reader. He was also a key member of the Messages from Research series. 

David has the following two books published in 2010/11:

Currently, David leads the Advanced Child Protection stream in the West London Alliance Post-qualifying Initiative (involving eight London boroughs). David is also currently leading the Assessment of Disorganised Attachment and Maltreatment (ADAM) Project in London.
